Why the Updates?
Institutions are asked to update their 2012 CCG Campus Plan annually. For the System Office, these reports provide an essential window into the work and priorities of our institutions across the state.  For institutions, it is hoped that the annual review and reporting process provides an opportunity for reflection on their work and refining their goals, objectives, and the paths by which they will get there.  CCG Campus Plans should be aligned with an institution’s overall strategic plan, and reflect their highest priority, high impact work.

The System Office uses the information in the campus plan updates in a number of ways.  First and foremost, the details on strategies being deployed across the system helps to set the priorities for activities at the System Office.  Knowing what work is underway, and what challenges and successes have been met, helps to orient what we do to support campuses through meetings, research, outreach, and other activities.  
We further refer to the campus plans regularly throughout the year as requests for information on campus level activities come in to the System Office from the legislature and governor’s office, philanthropic organizations, and others.  Having a comprehensive document of campus priorities and strategies is essential to responding to these inquiries.
We also use the reports as an opportunity to review and refine the work that is underway on campuses.  No two institutions are likely to see the same opportunities in exactly the same way, but the ability to share the best practices and lessons learned from our collective work is an enormous advantage that working in a System provides public institutions of higher education in Georgia. Leveraging this advantage is among our most important tasks.

The campus plan update process begins with the release of the instructions (on May 27) followed by this informational webinar.  We will be releasing the data workbooks in two weeks, if not sooner, thanks to the very hard work of Lori Hagood in our Research and Policy Analysis team as well as the commitment of that entire unit. �
The strategy survey is due to be completed by August 18, which is also the date by which your report should be submitted to the System Office for campuses opting for peer review—more on that later.  In September we hope to submit any data updats, and you can expect to hear from the CCG unit to check on your status and make sure everything is on track.  With a long gap between this check in and the due date, we have built in a mid-point status check as an aid to campus staff who are, we know, pulled in many different directions. Institutions submitting reports for optional review will also receive their feedback no later than the 14th of September.

Final updates are due to the System Office just before Halloween, and will be formatted and submitted to the governor’s office by December 1.  As in years past, we will let you know when the final reports are available.

You can see from this timeline that there are a few changes in the process, largely in response to your input.  We appreciate the feedback we gathered from you all last year and encourage you to let us know how this process can be improved and made more useful.

NOT need to report on all of the listed indicators

• A suite of validated metrics from the Data 
Warehouse will be provided mid-June as a 
reference point.

The strategy survey will NOT return a list of suggested metrics this year, although that list remains available. The metrics listed are intended as guidance and not as a “work list” for what we want you to submit.  Also, as noted earlier, we will be sending out a workbook of metrics (in Excel format) in mid June for campuses to use as a reference point.  Most of these measures provide longitudinal information on specific measures.



Narrative Report

Section 1: Institutional Mission and Student 
Body Profile
• Not a comprehensive review of your data 

and mission but a targeted discussion that 
explains:
– Who you are
– Why you are focusing your work where you are
– Connect data tables to work you discuss later

The next step is the narrative report, which is likely the most familiar and visible element of the updates.  The first section is an overview of your institutional mission and student body profile.  You do not need to provide a comprehensive overview of your student body; rather, a distilled reporting of what makes you unique as an institution is needed here.  Please feel free to include some student body data within this section; you may also place this in an appendix.  If you include extensive data tables, we ask that they be related to the work described later in the report.  




Narrative Report

Section 2: Institutional Completion Goals, 
High Impact Strategies and Activities
• This is where you tell us what you’ve done 

and how it has gone for 2015-2016
– There is a matrix available to use
– Format is largely the same as last year

Section two of the report is the discussion of your activities.  As noted, there is an updated (but largely similar) matrix available for the reporting of each high impact, high priority strategy. In years past, campuses have been restricted to reporting on five strategies.  For 2016 we are removing this restriction in order to allow institutions to report on each activity that is a priority to them discretely and fully. This is not intended as a call for expanded reporting, but an acknowledgement that some institutions may need to report on more than five elements of their plans.  Reports should continue to be of a reasonable length; if you find your report exceeding 10 pages not including appendices, you are encouraged to consider if some elements may be outside the scope of the updates. 




Narrative Report
Section 2: The Matrix
• A definition/general description of the strategy or activity; 
• The CCG or campus goal to which it is aligned; 
• A statement explaining why this strategy is high priority or impact (new);
• The principal point of contact for the strategy or activity (new);
• a summary of resources and activities conducted 
• prior to the reporting year (if any) and 
• in the reporting year; 
• Measures by which you are judging the progress of the activity including 

– the baseline status of the metrics (defined most often as the status the year prior to initiating the 
strategy or activity, although a determined point in time is also possible)

– the interim measures (year-on-year measures), and 
– final measures of success, the eventual goal for the strategy, if appropriate.  For this final measure, 

institutions are encouraged to identify the degree of success they wish to achieve for a given strategy and 
the time period that they feel it will take to accomplish this.  In areas where there is no “end goal,” an 
appropriate level of growth is a suitable proxy

• Lessons Learned 

Each strategy should be it’s own element of your report

This is the functional overview of the matrix for institutions opting to not use the provided format.  We ask that you include this information as an element of your report.  Please note the new items included this year.  
The first is a statement explaining why this strategy is high impact.  This is not so much new as it is separated out from previous years.  This statement should be fairly simply, and primarily connects the dots between the information you highlight in section one about your institutional mission and student body profile and the strategy you are pursuing.  
Second, we are asking that each strategy have a principal point of contact associated with it where possible.  This should allow for the easier sharing of practices and experiences and was noted by several of you in your feedback from last year.  
Third, we’ve cleaned up the metrics section to minimize confusion.  We’ll get to this in more detail later, but the measures you are using should all be the same; we are asking that you supply the actual counts or percentages that serve as the baseline, progress markers and your final goal in this section.
Fourth, while this isn’t new, we are emphasizing that each strategy should be its own element.  To facilitate this, we are not longer limiting the number of strategies you can report on to five, although we are asking that you be reasonable in the length of your report.  This should allow some institutions that combined strategies into one element to separate them and more discretely report them, which should enable better information sharing.

Section three of the report is for your observations and a discussion of any changes in your work, either from the previous year or for the year ahead.  It is in this section that we would like to hear about the challenges and successes you have encountered, how you see your completion work evolving and why, and what support or further research would be of benefit to you.  

As a final note, the update process on the campus level may differ considerably, but we hope that the development of the CCG Update will reflect the broadest representation of faculty and staff as possible.

The System Office wants to know about your highest priority, highest impact work. 
High priority work should be determined by an assessment of your institutional mission and profile—who you are as an institution, who you serve, and what your aspirations and goals are as a community.  We ask you to provide us a brief picture of your institutional mission and profile to help put the work you do in context.  If you are working on a particular strategy or activity, it should be clear from the first section of your narrative report why.  High impact work should have the potential to affect a significant number of students, have significant impact on a specific community of students or both. High impact strategies may also be limited in scope with the objective of assessing the potential for bringing the work up to scale.

In order to help frame your work and share this information across institutions, we also ask institutions to either use the sample matrix or to respond using a similar framework.  The matrix asks for the details of the strategy, and the goal to which it is related, the connection between the strategy and your local priority. This year we are also asking for a campus contact for the strategy to help connect individuals who are engaged in similar work across the system into communities of practice.  

The largest part of the matrix is a summary of activities, which should reflect on the work that you have done on this strategy in the past year, referencing prior work where appropriate. 



What are we looking for?

• Baseline, Interim Measures of Progress, 
and Measures of Success should all be 
actual numbers.

Connected to this discussion are measures of progress and success, in which you can indicate the measures you are using to assess the outcome of this strategy.  For this year, we ask campuses to consider the baseline measure (the condition the year prior to the intervention), interim measures for the progress of the activity, and, when possible, the final measures of success for the activity.  

These elements have given campuses the most trouble in recent years.  For the 2016 reports, we ask that campuses use the same elements to measure baseline, progress and success.  Baseline measures should be the starting point, and for most strategies and activities represent the conditions before the intervention was put in place.  

Measures of progress is the element as measured during the implementation, as well as, when possible, projections of progress going forward.  Most campus strategies anticipate multi-year implementation before reaching maturity, but measures of progress are important signposts along the way to indicate if you are on track.  

Finally, as appropriate, we are interested in knowing what your eventual goal for these strategies are.  In years past, many campuses have indicated what the categorical measure they would be using to measure progress; we ask this year that institutions report the actual numeric data that you are using to determine progress, along with the baseline and eventual level that the measure will reach should the strategy be successful.  


Finally, within each matrix there is an opportunity to reflect on the lessons you have learned from the implementation of that strategy.

As noted, the Campus Plan Updates are very similar to the format and process for the past two years. However, in response to feedback from campuses we have made some small adjustments to improve the resulting report.  Among the changes:
An updated strategy survey: The strategy survey for this year asks for slightly more specific information about the focus of your work, allowing us to dig a little deeper into the nature of the completion work being done.  The survey still should not take much time to complete.
A revised Metrics Guide and Validated Data: The metrics guide for 2016 has been separated from the strategy survey and provided as a stand-alone document to help institutions identify the metrics they may wish to use to gauge progress and success on their selected strategies.  The new Guide is arranged by strategy and should be considered a starting point, rather than a comprehensive list, for measures that can indicate progress and success.  Institutions that are confident with the measures that they have been using to gauge their progress are encouraged to continue to monitor these. If you have questions about what data to use, please contact your campus liaison. 
Additions to the Narrative Report: The matrix for the narrative report is largely similar to that from the previous years.  This year we are asking for a principal point of contact for the activity on your institution.  This will enable institutions working on similar activities—or beginning the process of their work on a new strategy—to identify and contact resources to share insights and experiences. The matrix for reporting on each strategy will be distributed as a fillable form for institutions to use at their option. If you choose to not use the matrix, please try to report, as closely as possible, within the structure outlined.
Demonstrating Priority or Impact: For 2016, the narrative sections of the campus plans ask institutions to indicate how activities reported in the plan are either high impact, high priority, or both.  This should be relatively brief and linked to your institutional mission and student body profile. High priority strategies should address an immediate and clearly defined need on your campus or is closely aligned with your institutional mission.  High impact strategies should affect (or have the potential to affect a large number of students, affects a more limited number of students in a critical area or has the potential to have significant demonstrated impact on students regardless of scale.  
No Limits…In the past few years, institutions have been asked to report on no more than five strategies.  For 2016, we are no longer limiting the number of activities on which campuses report.  This should allow institutions to report on each high priority, high impact strategy discretely (as opposed to consolidating multiple, possibly related, activities into one element).  
Reasonable Limits…Update reports are intended to be reasonable in length. If you find your report extending beyond 10 pages, please contact your CCG campus contact

In response to suggestions from campuses, we are making a number of changes to the peer review process.  Probably the most significant is that peer review will be an optional step for 2016. Campuses will be provided an opportunity to have their reports reviewed at their preference if they submit them to the CCG team by August 18.  Campuses opting to receive feedback on their work will have responses back by September 14.  
The nature of the peer review will be different for 2016 as well.  Comprehensive update reviews will be conducted by CCG staff, as has been done in the past, but campus peer review will be targeted at specific strategies and activities.  Campuses opting to have their plans reviewed should receive overall feedback on the structure and content of their updates, as well as feedback on the strategies that they are working on.  It is hoped that this more detailed feedback will provide campuses with beneficial input on the work that they are doing drawn from individuals across the system who are familiar with the work in that specific area. 
To this end, we are asking individuals who volunteer to serve as peer reviewers to indicate their areas of expertise and familiarity in order to assemble strategy-specific review teams.   Please indicate your interest in serving as a peer reviewer by signing up though on the CCG website at completega.org/peer.
